1. Please check this FINAL  programme (see attachment) which we are not intending to change again. We made some errors in the previous programme which we have now been corrected, but this has meant that a few presenters have had to have their talks moved. We regret this, but it was unavoidable, and please accept our apologies if you have suffered.

2. Registration will take place on Sunday 10th July between 2.00 and 7.00 and 8.00 to 10.00 in the library of Clare College. Address is Clare College, Memorial Court, Queens Road, CAMBRIDGE, CB3 9AJ. Please see attachment containing map. http://www.clare.cam.ac.uk If you arrive between 7.00 and 8.00 you need to come immediately to the dining hall of the College where dinner will be being served for all those residing at Clare College, otherwise you will have to go hungry. 

3. Late registration with be available on Monday 11th July between 10.00 and 12.00, again in the library of Clare College.

4. Receipts will be issued at registration for all those who have not already been sent one.

5. All participants, whether residing at Clare College or not, are included in the lunch arrangements, the Reception on Monday evening AND the Conference Dinner on Wednesday evening. All wives are also invited to the Reception and Conference Dinner.

6. For those arriving on the 9th the arrangements are as follows: Just go to the Porter’s Lodge in Memorial Court and you will be allocated your room. I have not arranged for you to have an evening meal, only Bed and Breakfast, so you will have to take care of yourself for that.

7. For the following: Mr and Mrs Azimi, Mr and Mrs El-Badia + 2 children, Mr and Mrs Douiri + baby, Mr and Mrs Costa Roberty, Mr and Mrs Moultanovsky your booking reference number at Travel Lodge Central Cambridge, located about 300ms from railway station, is 126539194, you need this otherwise you may have a problem. Although the price has now increased from £70 to £75 for Sunday and from £60 to £65 for every other night, your charge will remain at £70 and £60, respectively. However, this has been  very  difficult to achieve with an automated booking  system so your booking has had to be split to a one night booking and then a four night booking, or a two night booking in the case of Mr and Mrs El-Badia. Hence when you arrive you need to explain to them that you have this continuous booking which may be in two parts, and it could mean you having to book in on Sunday and Monday, hopefully not but I can’t promise. It has taken some time even to get this.

8. If you are arriving into Heathrow or Gatwick then it is best to catch the train into Kings Cross Underground or Kings Cross Thames Link, respectively. In each case it will take about 50 mins. Kings Cross Thames Link is about 100 metres walk to Kings Cross Main Line Station and Kings Cross Underground is just below Kings Cross Main Line  station. From there catch the train to Cambridge which will take 1hr at most. Trains every 30 mins, cost about £16 single or about £25 Saver Return.

9. If you arrive into Stansted then you need to catch the National Express Bus Service to Cambridge. It takes about 50 mins. You can find the times of the bus to link with your flight from the attached National Express Bus web site http://www.nationalexpress.com .

10. Cambridge Bus Station is central to Cambridge and so it is easier to walk directly to Clare (see enclosed interactive map of Cambridge showing bus station and Claire College) www.cam.ac.uk/map  click on City centre (scrollable).

11. For those arriving by rail then, whilst it is convenient for those few participants staying at the Travel Lodge (again see attachment), it is a probably 1.5 to 2 kms to walk even it you know the quickest route. It is best to take the bus into the centre; City 1 showing destination as Arbury, City 3 showing destination Fison Road or City 7 showing Cottenham. Then walk from centre as in 3. The alternative is to take a taxi to entrance of Clare College on Queens Road. Usually it should not cost much and it  is very quick but at certain times Cambridge quickly gets grid lock. However, it should be OK on a Sunday. 

12. Both rooms have Data Projector, OHP, TV and video and hand held micrphone.

13. Obviously presentation time is precious, hence in the interest of everyone could presenters please ensure that their presentation is loaded the day prior to their talk. The people dealing with this matter are Dr Nicu Mera for the Latimer Room and Brian  Cattle for the Nield Room. This means that for those presenting on Monday they need to see the above people shortly after they arrive and ensure their presentation is loaded and works. 

14. If you wish to visit Kings College then the  best way is to go to Evening Song which is held every evening and starts at around 5.30pm, then it is free. 

15. If you wish to visit the Wren Library at Trinity College (next to Clare College) where Newton’s works are kept then you are allowed admission between 12 and 2.00 by, I think, queuing at the back gate of that College. Will clarify that by the time you arrive.
